University Alumni
On Friday, February 27, City Springs welcomed visitors from the National
Alumni Association of Lincoln University and the Delta Lambda Chapter
of Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc. Our guest read Thurgood by Jonah
Winter and Bryan Collier to several scholars in Ivy League in celebration
of Black History Month. (See photos, left.)

The book narrates the life of Thurgood Marshall, the first Black Supreme
Court Justice, his beginnings as a lawyer in Baltimore, and his prominent
role in the Civil Rights Movement. Marshall was a graduate of Lincoln
University as well as an initiate of the Nu Chapter of Alpha Phi Alpha
Fraternity, Inc. while he was a student at Lincoln in 1925. 

City Springs scholars were incredibly engaged while listening to
members of the Delta Lambda Chapter read the book aloud. They asked
thoughtful questions and brought up moving points about the parts of
Marshall’s story that resonated with them most. The Delta Lambda
Chapter, seated in Baltimore City since 1919, was also generous in
donating nearly a dozen copies of the book for future City Springs
students. Alpha Phi Alpha Fraternity, Inc. is the first, intercollegiate
Greek letter organization founded by African American men in 1906 at
Cornell University in Ithaca, NY. Lincoln University is a Historically Black
College/University (HBCU) in Chester County, PA, founded in 1854.

Mary McLeod Bethune (1875-1955) was an American educator,
philanthropist, humanitarian, and civil rights activist. She founded the
National Council of Negro Women and presided over other African-
American women's organizations, including the National Association for
Colored Women. She was the first Black woman to lead a federal agency
when she was appointed by President Franklin Roosevelt as the secretary
to lead the National Youth Association, and the only Black woman in the
U.S. delegation that created the United Nations charter. The private school
she started for Black students became Bethune-Cookman University.
